Practical consequences

Local youth workers often lack formal education in the youth
field, background in the civil/volunteer sphere is more
common.

No policy frames and neither resources of youth work is
available at national level.

Unclear tasks, responsibilities and expectations
among all stakeholders.

Politicians' demand for immediate results, withou
considering the professional's advises.

Work overload of professionals at youth field.

Spectacle instead of actual community building: sport as a
new focus of human development at national level.
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
